The Chinese played a large part in the history
and development of Sofala and the Turon
goldfield. One of the earliest Chinese claims
was at Golden Point in October 1851. This
claim yielded an average 50zs per day. Gold
Commissioner Johnson recorded that many
Chinese miners made money from claims
where the European miners failed. Early 1855
saw a Chinese camp, consisting of about
thirty miners, built at Maitland Point near the
Police camp located there at that time. In the
early 1860’s a very large Chinese community
had been established on Erskine Flat.

In July 1856, Gold Commissioner William
Johnson noted the arrival of one hundred and

Many Chinese died on the goldfields due to
accidents, murders and natural causes.
According to the N.S.W. Pioneer Index, 1180
Chinese are registered as buried in the
Chinese cemetery at Sofala. The grave of
Wong Gee is the only remaining Chinese
grave in Sofala.
